a RESOLUTION of the city cOMMISSION of the city of PAMPA, texas, approving a NEGOTIATED RESOLUTION between the atmos west texas cities steering committee (“WTX cities”) and ATMOS ENERGY CORP., West texas DIVISION regarding the company’s 2015 rate review mechanism filing; declaring EXISTING rates to be unreasonable; adopting tariffs that reflect rate adjustments consistent with the NEGOTIATED SETTLEMENT; finding the rates to be set by the attached tariffs to be just and reasonable and in the public interest; REQUIRING THE COMPANY TO REIMBURSE CITIES’ REASONABLE RATEMAKING EXPENSES; determining that this RESOLUTION was passed in accordance with the REQUIREMENTS of the texas open meetings act; ADOPTING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; declaring an effective date; AND REQUIRING Delivery OF THIS RESOLUTION TO the company and the WTX cities’ legal counsel.
