DANGEROUS STRUCTURE HEARING:  The City Commission will conduct a Dangerous Structure Hearing in accordance with Section 3.08.11 of the Code of Ordinances concerning the finding by the Public Works Director and City Manager of a clear and imminent danger to health, life and safety at the property located at 714 E. Frederick unless the building located on the property is immediately demolished, and the subsequent demolition by the City on June 19, 2017. 

Mayor Pro-Tem Winton opened the Dangerous Structure Hearing at 5:31 p.m. and explained to the Commission that this hearing is being held to determine whether there was in fact a clear and imminent danger to health, life and safety at the property located at 714 E. Frederick necessitating the immediate action taken to demolish the building and whether the building constituted a dangerous building within the provisions of Article 3.08 of the Code of Ordinances.  
Mayor Pro-Tem Winton advised that after completion of the presentation of testimony, the City Commission will make findings of fact as to whether or not the building did constitute a clear and imminent danger to health, life or safety necessitating the action taken by the City Manager. 

Leland Waters, City Attorney, swore in Public Works Director Donny Hooper, Building Official Cary Rushing and Detective Neal Gardner and asked that they offer their testimony to the City Commission. 

Donny Hooper, Public Works Director gave an overview of a letter he sent to City Manager Shane Stokes recommending the emergency demolition of the property located at 714 E. Frederick.  He addressed the condition of the structure and why it met all the requirements to constitute an emergency and necessary for immediate action because of the risk it posed to the health and safety of our citizens.  The reason he recommended the demolition was based upon several visits to the structure.  The building was filled from floor to ceiling with household items, junk and debris, dead animal carcasses, dead and lives mice as well as fecal matter throughout the house.  During the discussion Commissioner Porter asks how this property was discovered.  Donny Hooper stated that this is the property where the Pampa Police Department was looking for a missing person and the person was found deceased inside.  Detective Neal Gardner stated that the police went to the property four different times before bringing in a cadaver dog to locate the person.  Commissioner Porter also asked that if it was after the discovery of the body that the decision to demolish the house was started and Donny Hooper stated it was.  Detective Neal Gardner also received consent from the family of the deceased to demolish the house.   
After hearing all the testimony, Mayor Pro-Tem Winton then asked if there was a motion from the Commission to accept the following findings:
1.
The building did constitute a clear and imminent danger to health, life or safety 
necessitating the action taken by the City Manager.

2.
The building was a dangerous building within the provisions of Article 3.08 of the Code 
of Ordinances.

3.
In accordance with Section 3.08.011 (c) all administrative expenses and the cost of 
demolition shall be calculated and assessed against the owners of the building and shall 
constitute a lien on the land upon which the building stood, which shall bear interest at 
the rate of 10% per annum until paid.
