PUBLIC HEARING—REZONE:  The City Commission of the City of Pampa will conduct a Public Hearing on a request from Jason Bagwell to rezone Tract H of Section 92 and Tract N1 of Section 101 in Block 3, I &GN Railroad Company Survey, Gray County, Texas; and the entirety of the Summit Addition of the City of Pampa, Texas, from Agricultural to Multi-Family.   The applicant is requesting this rezone for possible development of this property.  The property is currently vacant and is located adjacent to the intersection of Harvester Avenue and Lefors Street.

Mayor Pingel opened the public hearing for the rezone at 5:32 p.m.  Mayor Pingel asked Donny Hooper, Director of Public Works to give an overview of the request.  Donny gave the Commission a brief history of the property and stated that the Planning and Zoning Commission met on January 4, 2018 and has recommended approval to the Commission.  There were no objections to this rezone. Mayor Pingel then asked if there was anyone present who wanted to speak concerning the rezone of this property; there was no one who wanted to speak. With no one wanting to speak Mayor Pingel called for a motion to close the Public Hearing, a motion was made by Commissioner Porter and Seconded by Commissioner McLain, to close the Public Hearing at 5:35 p.m.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PAMPA, TEXAS, AMENDING SECTION 3 OF ORDINANCE NO. 690 (APPENDIX A TO THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY OF PAMPA, TEXAS), PASSED AND APPROVED ON APRIL 8, 1969, CHANGING FROM AN AGRICULTURAL DISTRICT AND PLACING IN A MULTI-FAMILY DISTRICT TRACT H OF SECTION 92 AND TRACT N1 OF SECTION 101, BLOCK 3, I&GN RY.
