Survey, Gray County, Texas.  More specifically, the tract is located approximately 700 feet north of the Intersection of Le Ana Lane and Price Road.

The applicant proposes the Specific Use Permit to allow construction of an animal clinic with outside runs or pens.  This property is currently zoned A-Agriculture and allows for construction of such with a Specific Use Permit.
