AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PAMPA, TEXAS, PROVIDING THAT THE CODE OF ORDINANCES BE AMENDED BY REVISING ARTICLE 4.09 OF SAID CODE PROVIDING FOR AN INCREASE IN THE ANNUAL SEAL FEE FOR AMUSEMENT REDEMPTION MACHINES; PROVIDING THAT NO ANNUAL SEAL SHALL BE ISSUED TO ANY APPLICANT PREVIOUSLY CONVICTED OF A FELONY OFFENSE OR WHO HAS FAILED TO COMPLY WITH THIS ARTICLE; PROVIDING A DEFINITION OF A GAME ROOM WINDOW TO INCLUDE WINDOWS IN DOORS; PROVIDING FOR HOURS OF OPERATION FOR GAME ROOMS; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

A motion was made by Commissioner McLain and Seconded by Commissioner Studebaker to approve on first reading Ordinance No. 1650, an Ordinance of the City of Pampa amending the annual seal fee for amusement redemption machines and amending rules and regulations for game rooms, with Mayor Pingel voting NAY and Commissioners Studebaker, Porter, Dixon and McLain voting AYE, the motion carried as AMENDED.
