PUBLIC HEARING: The City Commission of the City of Pampa will hold a Public Hearing with respect to the proposed issuance by the Public Finance Authority of its revenue bonds in one or more series in an amount not to exceed $387,000,000.  The proceeds from the bonds will be loaned to Prime Healthcare Foundation, Inc., which will use a portion not to exceed $20,000,000 for costs of projects located at 1 Medical Plaza, Pampa, TX, and 3023 Perryton Parkway, Suite 101, Pampa, TX. 
 
This Hearing will provide a reasonable opportunity to be heard for persons wishing to express their views on the merits of the Projects, their locations, the issuance of the Bonds by the Issuer or related matters.  A person wishing to speak at the hearing will be asked to provide his or her name, address and the person(s) or entity(s) he or she represents, if any, prior to speaking.  Written comments will be accepted by Karen Price, City Secretary, but must be received by the close of the hearing.
