PUBLIC HEARING:  The City Commission will conduct a Public Hearing at 5:30 p.m. at City Hall, 200 W. Foster Street, Pampa, Texas on the 3rd Floor in the City Commission Chambers.  This will be a Public Hearing for the purpose of receiving public comments concerning the following request:

Cesar Lopez requests to rezone Lot 8, Block 2, Broadmoor Addition to the City of Pampa, Texas, more commonly known as 329 N. Banks, from Single Family-2 Residential to Single Family-3 Residential.  The applicant is requesting this rezone to allow for the placement of a manufactured home.  The property is currently vacant.
