AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PAMPA, TEXAS, PROVIDING 
THAT THE CODE OF ORDINANCES BE AMENDED BY REVISING 
SECTION 13.02.042(a) OF SAID CODE PROVIDING FOR A MINIMUM 
LATE PENALTY CHARGE OF TEN PERCENT OF THE TOTAL BILL 
FOR WATER, SEWER AND TRASH (EXCLUDING TAX AND 
DONATION), OR $20.00, WHICHEVER IS GREATER; AND 
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
A motion was made by Commissioner Rains and Seconded by Commissioner Keough to amend Section 13.02.042 by removing the following wording “Water service shall be disconnected if the bill for sewer service is not paid within five (5) days after the due date even though the bill for water service shall have been paid.  If service is disconnected for failure to pay the sewer bill, a reconnection charge of five dollars ($5.00) plus (1) any outstanding balance due to the City for such service, and (2) actual cost of disconnecting and restoring such sewer service must be paid by the customer prior to reconnection”, with each Commission Member voting AYE, the amendment to the motion carried.
